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Notable Events of August 2014

Gold Bar
Theft crimes were up in Gold Bar this month. Eleven theft cases were reported. Three were for gas
siphoned from US Post Office vehicles, one was a shoplift from the grocery store, two were thefts of
bicycles and several were vehicle prowls. One stolen bicycle was recovered within a few hours after a
person of interest was contacted and his mother recovered and returned the bicycle to keep him out of
jail.
Deputies assisted BNSF police and staff to trespass several subjects from the undeveloped property
south of the tracks and trespassed two more who were found sleeping in a rail car.
Deputies responded to seven assault and/or disturbance complaints. Three subjects were booked into
jail for assault.
Deputies made several warrant arrests in Gold Bar this month, some of them repeat arrests of one
subject.
Deputies investigated one burglary in Gold Bar.

Index
Deputies responded to two assault and/or disturbance complaints in Index and one person was
arrested. Both complaints involved the same subjects.

Brief note: The numbers above do not always match the numbers shown in the charts on the
following pages, in part because the statistics below are pulled from dispatch records which do not
always accurately reflect the final type for the service call. A deputy may respond to a suspicious
circumstance and later change the type to theft, for example.

The following charts and tables compare calls for service in the reporting months to the same months in the
previous year and provide a monthly average (Typical Month) in each category. Data displayed is for all dispatch
groups provided service by the Gold Bar Region (KK) and Index (RR) police agencies. All statistics may be viewed
at Gold Bar City Hall.
