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Notable Events of November 2014
Gold Bar

Deputies investigated six theft related crimes, one of which was an attempted burglary. One
trespassing incident was reported as well. Deputies arrested one person on warrants. Deputies
investigated five assault complaints, 2 of which were domestic violence and one of which was
unfounded and changed to a mental health complaint. One additional mental health complaint
was handled. Deputies also reported one domestic violence harassment complaint and two
domestic disturbances with no crime involved. Deputies investigated four collisions, two of
which were hit and run. Deputies arrested one subject for DUI. Two death investigations were
completed.

Deputies arrested one man for two residential burglaries just outside of town off of Picklefarm
Rd. The Gold Bar man broke into an occupied home where the homeowner attempted to hold
him at gunpoint for deputies. The man fled into the garage where the homeowner locked him
in. When deputies arrived, the man broke back into the home and attempted to flee, but was
immediately captured by Deputy Griner.
